Old Business
Minutes from 2005 Business Meeting in Chicago, IL were approved.  Matt Cook motioned and Judy Connorton seconded.

Treasurer’s Report 
Provided by Jennifer Beals, Secretary/Treasurer.  Ending cash balance as of 2/28/2006 is $4,736.37.  AASL’s tax id number expired since tax returns never needed to be filed.  Form SS-4 Application for Employer Identification Number has been filed with IRS to reinstate the tax id number.  In order to re-apply for non-profit status, AASL will need to file: Form 1024 Application for Recognition of Exemption under Section 501(a) and Form 8718 User Fee for Exempt Organization Determination Letter Request with fee of $150.  Janine Henri made a motion that AASL re-file for nonprofit status.  Matt Cook seconded and motion passed.  Jennifer Beals will work on completed necessary paperwork.
Discussion followed regarding the possibility of locating more sponsors for conference expenditures.  Possibilities for next year’s conference in Philadelphia include the Philadelphia Architects and Buildings Project.

Officer’s for 2006-2007

Jane McMaster reported on nominations.  Martin Aurand has agreed to serve as Vice-President/President-elect for 2006-2007.  Jennifer Beals will serve another 2-year term as Secretary/Treasurer.  Jeff Alger will assume responsibilities for the AASL column in the ASCA newsletter.  Matt Cook will serve as Webmaster.

Matt Cook suggested that the two positions of Webmaster and Column Editor become elected positions.  Janine Henri pointed out such a change would require a change in the bylaws.  Currently bylaw changes must be made via postal mail.  First, we will make a change (via postal mail) to the bylaws to permit bylaw changes through email.  Then the bylaws can be amended to include the two new elected positions via email.  John Schlinke will draft changes to the bylaws and submit draft to group via email.  Final paper ballots will be sent to Jennifer Beals.
NAAB Update

Janine Henri made a request to dissolve the joint ARLIS/AASL/NAAB taskforce formed in the mid 1990’s to work on draft revisions for 1998 and 2004.  Matt Cook motioned, Elizabeth Byrne seconded and motion was passed unanimously with many thanks to the committee for their hard work.
ACSA Newsletter Column
Tara Carlisle is writing the April column on the Materials Lab at The University of Texas at Austin.  Amy Trendler is preparing a column discussing digital images for May issue.  A suggestion was made to post the column to the AASL website.  All agreed the column has been a positive influence in our relationship with the ACSA. 

Travel Award for first-time attendee and student attendee
Decision was made not to offer these awards for Salt Lake City conference because of ACSA registration fees made on behalf of AASL presenters.  Committee would like to offer a $250 Travel Award for 2007 Conference.  Would it be possible to find a sponsor?  Janine Henri suggested the possibility of accepting donations.  Jennifer Beals will add an option to membership-renewal form for gifts/donations.  Elizabeth Byrne pointed out that gifts would be tax deductible.  Janine Henri motioned that AASL accept tax-deductible gifts to put towards the Travel Award and was seconded by Judy Connorton.  Shannon Van Kirk pointed out it might not be best to limit it to travel.  Elizabeth Byrne inquired about criteria for the Travel Award.  Barbara Opar pointed out that ARLIS/NY has criteria for a similar award and offered to share those as well as look into other models.  
First-time attendee and student attendee awardees would also receive $250.  Jennifer Beals suggested AASL members at institutions with SIS programs could recruit.  Applicants for the award would be required to submit an essay.

A small committee will investigate options for these awards: Judy Connorton, Barbara Opar, Heather Ball, Kathrin Dodds, and Jennifer Beals.
Core List of Periodicals
It was agreed that the Core List of Periodicals is an extremely useful tool and should be updated.  John Schlinke suggested a committee be formed to investigate.  Susan Bobo, Barbara Opar, and Jane McMaster volunteered.

Heather Ball is currently working on a core periodicals list for landscape architecture for Magazines for Libraries.  The individual who is compiling the list for architecture might be a good addition to the committee.  John Schlinke will put out a call on list-serve to determine if there is adequate interest.  If there is not a strong response, it can tabled until next year.

Collection and Sharing Library Statistics

It was agreed that the current format is too elaborate.  Jeanne Brown reported that responsiveness was not a problem; the difficulty was in adding the material to the web.  Suggestions for improvement included the use of Survey Monkey or using a different type of question.  Heather Ball pointed out that Survey Monkey is pretty simple and inexpensive to use.  Helen Powell pointed out that the statistics could be a useful tool when requesting additional funding from your institution.  Heather Ball asked if the intent was to link the statistics to the NAAB.  Matt Cook suggested that in his new role as webmaster, he would make the stats available as line items and send it to the list-serve for comment.  Janine Henri thought we might make it password protected to safeguard sensitive financial data.  
Website Revisions and Maintenance
Matt Cook will check into the domain name.  It is important to identify a central location to ease position transitions. 
Membership
Current AASL membership is at 50.  Michele Laing, who was unable to attend in Salt Lake City, would like to continue working to develop membership.  See Publicity Committee Report.
AASL/ACSA Relationship:

· Future of joint presentations:

It was agreed that since the joint session would not be held until the following day, it 
was difficult to reach a decision about the future.  We agreed to wait and 
see what kind 
of attendance the session received.  Shannon Van Kirk stated she felt we did have 
the support of our faculty.  It was suggested that Martin Aurand could contact the co-
chairs of next year’s conference about some of these issues.  Options might include 
paying registration per session or event as opposed to an entire day.  It was pointed out 
that ACSA was not happy with our annual leadership change. 

· Extending AASL session privileges to ACSA registrants


This has been the general practice in the past and it was agreed it should continue.

Barbara Opar, Susan Bobo, and Dorothy Tao agreed to work on this project.

AASL-ARLIS/NA Architecture Section Joint Project

Sharon Matthews of NAAB 

Sharon stopped by the AASL meeting to provide a report.  She thanked the AASL for their valuable contributions.  The next validation conference will be held fall 2008.  http://collaboration.aia.org/iav
John Schlinke suggested forming a committee next year to participate in the validation conference.  Janine Henri suggested someone should take part in the team training and should attend one of the sessions in Salt Lake City if possible.  John Schlinke agreed to try to attend a session the next day.  John Schlinke will contact Sharon Matthews about future events and will pass on to the list-serve to identify interested individuals.  Janine Henri suggested creating a flyer or PowerPoint presentation to provide library training information for the team training courses.

Add links to the page that members find valuable, e.g. ARCLIB’s 
Refereed journals List or web gateways like Jeanne Brown’s.

· Create a members only section on the AASL website in which the Membership 
Directory, Architecture Library Statistics, Core List of Periodicals, and conference  
presentations, among others, would reside.  Access to this area would be a benefit 
of membership.

· Review and update the AASL brochure with current Contact information.

· The Publicity Committee should work with the Secretary to identify and contact new, and 

potential, members.  Individuals obtaining architecture school librarian jobs are joining 
ARLIS/NA instead of AASL.
